Plant Characteristics

Justica CL Plus is a fully awned spring wheat with a mid season maturity, later than Wyalkatchem
but earlierthan Magenta.

Adaption and Yield

Justica CLPlus has displayed broad adaptation, but seems to show its highest relative yields when
grown in medium to high yield potential areas. This reflects the adaptation pattern of its Spear
parentage. Table 1 presents the long term yield predictions of Justica CL Plus and control
varieties across WA Agzones, and shows that Justica CL Plus offers a yield advantage over
existing Clearfield varieties Clearfield STLand Clearfield INZ.

Grain Quality
Justica CL Plus has an APW quality classification in WA. Preliminary data suggests that Justica CL

Plus possesses sprouting tolerance similar to Yitpi, and better than Wyalkatchem. Justica CL Plus
has moderately sized grain with test weights alittle lower than Westonia.

Disease Profile

Justica CL Plus carries excellent stem rust and stripe rust resistance, and a useful level of leaf rust
resistance. SeeTable 2 for detailed diseaseratings.

Breeding

Justica CL Plus was tested as RAC1683, and is derived from a cross between Gladius, a Spear
derivative, and the imidazolinone tolerance donor. Throughout the breeding of the variety,
imidazolinone herbicides were used to confirm the presence of tolerance.
